THIS IS TO CERTIFY:


First:
That we, the subscribers, Matilda F. Brundick, whose post-office address is Temple Court Apartments, No. 14, Baltimore, Maryland, Edith M. Bell, whose post-office address is 1313 North Calvert Street, Baltimore, Maryland and Nellie M. Cathcart, whose post - office address is 4307 Elderon Avenue, Baltimore, Maryland all being of full legal age, do, under and by virtue of the General Laws of the State of Maryland authorizing the formation of corporations, associate ourselves with the intention of forming a corporation.


Second:
That the name of the Corporation(which is hereinafter called the Corporation)is

Third:
The purpose for which the Corporation is formed and the business or objects to be carried on and promoted by it are as follows:


(a)
To unite the women engaged exclusively or partially in traffic duties of the 
various commercial and transportation interests of Baltimore and vicinity in a program 
of education;


(b)
To establish a more friendly relationship and understanding between shippers and carriers;


(c)
To provide an opportunity for discussion of all traffic and transportation problems;


(d)
To erect, buy, sell, lease, mortgage or otherwise dispose of real or personal property to be used for the corporate purposes of aforesaid, or related or necessary work, title to be vested in transportation.


Fourth:   The post-office address of the place at which the principal office of the Corporation will be located is the Hotel Longfellow, Charles and Madison Streets, Baltimore, Maryland.  The resident agent of the Corporation is Agnes M. May, whose post-office address is 511 Beaumont Avenue, Baltimore, Maryland.
