
THE WOMEN’S TRAFFIC AND TRANSPORTATION CLUB, INC.

BY - LAWS

ARTICLE   I

NAME

The name of the Corporation (which is hereinafter called the Club) is THE WOMEN’S TRAFFIC AND TRANSPORTATION CLUB, INC.

ARTICLE   II

PURPOSE

The purposes for which the Corporation is formed and the business or objects to be carried on and promoted by it are as follows:



(a)
To unite the women engaged exclusively or partially in traffic duties of the various commercial and transportation interests of Baltimore and vicinity in a program of education;



(b)
To establish a more friendly relationship and understanding between shippers and carriers;

(c)
To provide an opportunity for discussion of all traffic and transportation problems;



(d)
To erect, buy, sell, lease, mortgage or otherwise dispose of real or personal property to be used for the corporate purposes as aforesaid, or for related or necessary work, title to be vested in the corporation.

ARTICLE   III

MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1
Membership in this Club shall be classified Active, Associate, Life and Honorary.  Active and Life members shall have the right to vote; Active members only shall have the right to hold office.


SECTION 2
Membership in this Club shall be extended to women employed in the transportation and communications fields and in traffic duties of the commercial interests of Baltimore and vicinity.  Active membership only may be extended to retired 
women whose last employment was in the transportation industry.  A prospective member must attend at least one meeting before applying for membership.
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SECTION 3
Request for membership shall be directed to the Membership Chairman who will send letter and application to the prospective member.  Upon return of completed application with check for annual dues, the application shall be presented to the Membership Committee for review; that Committee’s recommendation shall then be presented to the Board of Directors.  A majority vote of the Board is required to admit applicant to membership at the next open meeting of the club.



                  


SECTION 4
Associate membership may be granted upon application to the Board of Directors by an Active member who, through change or relinquishment of position, is no longer engaged in traffic work but who desires to attend meetings and participate in the Club’s social activities, without right to vote.  Active membership may be continued 
upon approval of the Board and payment of Active membership dues.


SECTION 5
Honorary membership, upon a majority vote of the Board of Directors, may be extended to women press representatives or any woman who has rendered outstanding service to the Club.  Representatives 
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of the Press now holding such membership shall be continued.


SECTION 6
Life membership is an honor extended by the Board of Directors to a member, the reason judged on its merits without regard to procedure.  Life members shall have the right to vote.


SECTION 7
A member may be suspended or dropped from membership by a majority vote of the Board of Directors for cause as determined by the Board after investigation, including non-payment of dues.

ARTICLE   IV
GOVERNING BOARD AND OFFICERS


SECTION 1

(a) The Board of Directors shall consist o the officers of the Club, 4 Governors and chairmen of all Standing Committees.  This Board shall regulate the policies of the Club


SECTION 2
The Executive Committee shall consist of the President, Recording 
Secretary and 
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Treasurer and shall have the power to act in emergency, 

any such action 
to be ratified at the next meeting of the 

Board of Directors.


SECTION 3
Officers of this club shall be a President, Vice President, Recording 
Secretary and Treasurer.  Eligibility for these offices is confined to Active members who have served on the Board of Directors for a full year and are participating in the activities of the Club, unless by appointment.


SECTION 4
There shall be a Nominating Committee, consisting of 5 members appointed by the Board of Directors in January of each year.


SECTION 5

(a)
Officers shall be elected for a term of one year beginning at the adjournment of the June meetings, and may be elected for an additional term of one year.


(b)
There shall be 4 Governors, 2 of whom shall be the immediate Past President and her predecessor and 2 of whom shall be elected, each serving for a period of two years.    
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(c)
Chairman of Standing Committees shall be appointed by the President for a term of one year and may be re-appointed for an additional year.


(d)
Part of a term in excess of six months shall be considered a full term in deciding eligibility for re-election or re-appointment.

ARTICLE   V

OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES


SECTION 1
The President shall preside at all meetings of the Club, the Board of Directors and the Executive Committee.  In the absence of the President the Vice President shall preside.  Should neither the President nor Vice President be present at any meeting the next officer in rank shall preside.  The President shall sign all contracts with the Recording Secretary or responsible Chairman; she shall sign with the Treasurer 
checks or other withdrawal slips of the funds of the Club; she shall appoint the Chairman of Standing Committees and assign the duties of each Committee; she shall have the power to change the Chairman of a Standing Committee when 
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necessary; she shall appoint the Parliamentarian;  

she shall appoint the Auditing Committee in April, and she may appoint such other Committees as she deems necessary and assign their 
duties.  The President is ex-officio a member of all Committees, except the Nominating Committee, and shall be notified of all Committee meetings.


SECTION 2
The Vice President shall be Chairman of Membership and Special Gifts Committee.


SECTION 3
The Recording Secretary shall keep the minutes of all meetings; she shall call the roll at each meeting and keep permanent record of attendance; she shall be custodian of all records and files of the Club.


SECTION 4

(a)
The Treasurer shall render bills for dues on or before August 1 with payment due on receipt of bill; keep account of all moneys received by her and deposit the funds of the Club in such bank or depositories as shall be approved by the Board of Directors; she will sign, jointly with the President, all checks or other withdrawal slips of the Club; she shall not pay or disburse any funds except as 
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approved by the President and ratified by the Board of Directors.


(b)
At each meeting the Treasurer shall give a statement of the financial standing of the Club and at the annual meeting she shall submit a detailed report of the financial 
condition of the Club for the preceding year.  The books, together with all vouchers and other papers and the annual report of the Treasurer shall be submitted to an Auditing 
Committee at least one week after the annual meeting.


SECTION 5
The Board of Directors may require the furnishing of bond for any member handling funds of the Club.


SECTION 6
Upon retiring from office all Officers and chairmen shall deliver to their successors at the June meeting all record books, papers or other property belonging to the Club.


SECTION 7
Should a vacancy occur in the office of the Presidency, the Vice President shall succeed to the office for the unexpired term.  If the Vice President 
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should not be able to serve, the office shall be filled by ballot vote from nominations made by the 
Board of Directors and/or from the floor at any meeting of the Club.  

A vacant office, other than the Presidency, shall be filled through appointment by the Board of Directors; eligibility for the office as set forth in ARTICLE  IV, SECTION 3.


SECTION 8 
All officers are required to attend all Business Meetings and at least seven meetings of the present Board of Directors unless excused after notifying the President.

ARTICLE   VI

STANDING COMMITTEES

(b)
Committee Chairmen are required to attend at least five meetings of the present Board of Directors and five General Business Meetings.  Committee Chairmen must present a detailed monthly report of their activities to the Board of Directors, including a statement of moneys spent and/or received by said committees.


(c)
The Budget Committee shall prepare and present a budget to the Board of Directors at its first regular meeting, showing as a comparison the actual expenditures for the previous three years.  The budget must be voted on and accepted by the Board of Directors at its first regular meeting and presented to the membership at the September meeting.


(d)
The duties of the Chairman and members of the remaining Standing Committees will be outlined in the Procedures Manual.  
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ARTICLE   VII

APPOINTED COMMITTEES




AND SPECIAL COMMITTEES


SECTION 1
The Auditing Committee, as appointed by the President in April of each year must 

Consist of at least three active members.  This committee is charged with the responsibility of auditing the Club’s books for the previous year and providing a report of expenditures for the previous year to the Budget Chairman prior to the first regular meeting of the Board of Directors.  The audit report is to be presented at the first regular meeting of the Board of Directors and to the membership at the September meeting.


SECTION 2
The Nominating Committee, as appointed by the Board of Directors, shall submit not more than three nominations for any one office, report its recommendations at the February meeting and publish same in the March issue of “TRAFFIC TIPS”.  Election shall be by ballot at the April meeting (a meeting for members only) when additional nominations may be made from the floor.  A plurality vote shall elect.
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SECTION 3
Special Committees are appointed by the President.  Chairmen of these committees are members of the Board of Directors; they have voice but no vote.  Special Committees will be automatically dissolved as they serve their purpose.

ARTICLE   VIII

MEETINGS AND QUORUM


SECTION 1


(a)
Regular Meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held each month except June and July, unless changed by order of the President.  Nine members, of whom two shall be officers and one a Governor, will constitute a quorum.


(b)
Executive Committee meetings shall be held at the call of the President.


(c)
Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called by the President or by any three officers upon written notice to the Board members stating the purpose of the meeting.
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(d)
Regular business meetings of the Club shall be held at 6:30 P.M. on the second Wednesday of each month, except July and August, unless changed at the discretion of the President.  Twenty-five percent of the Active Membership, including six members of the Board of Directors, of whom at least two must be Officers, will constitute a quorum.


(e)
Special meetings of the Club may be called by the President or by ten Active members of the Club upon a written request to the President for a meeting, specifying the purpose thereof.

ARTICLE   IX

CONVENTION DELEGATES


SECTION 1
Delegates to the   Women’s Traffic Conference shall be the President and/or Vice President, or other officers as alternate delegates appointed by the President.  In the event the Officers are unable to attend the President may appoint an alternate delegate or delegates from the Board of Directors.


SECTION 2 
Convention expenses of the delegates, including transportation, are to be paid by the 
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Club, up to but not exceeding the amount budgeted for any one-year’s Convention or Conventions.  Other officers or members attending such meetings do so at their own expense.  If the total Convention allowance is not spent on Convention the Board of Directors may vote to use the balance for a meeting other than a Convention.

ARTICLE   X

CLUB DUES

SECTION 1



(a)
Club dues are assessed for the fiscal year beginning with adjournment of the June meeting.


(b)
An applicant received into the Club in March or later shall pay one-half of the Active membership dues.


(c)
The amount of the dues for Active and Associate members is set forth in the Standing Rules attached.


SECTION 2
A member whose dues are not paid by the second Wednesday of October shall be notified by the Treasurer that her membership is in jeopardy and
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unless payment is received within thirty days of such notice her membership will be subject to termination by the Board of Directors.  Members dropped for non-payment of dues may be reinstated only if reinstatement is applied for within two months from the date of forfeiture and only upon a majority vote of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE   XI

AMENDMENTS


SECTION 1


(a)
The mandatory provisions of these By-Laws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the members present at any meeting of the club, provided the proposed amendment is in writing and presented to the President, who shall publish it to the Club at least one month before the meeting at which action is to be taken.  A copy of the proposed amendment must be mailed to each member at least five days before it is to 
be acted upon.


(b)
The Constitution (Certificate of Incorporation) may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the members present at any meeting of the Club, provided 
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the proposed amendment is in writing and presented to the President, who shall publish it to the Club at least one month before the meeting at which action is to be taken.  A copy of the proposed amendment must be mailed to each member at least five days before it is to be acted upon.

ARTICLE   XII

PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY


SECTION 1
Roberts Rules of Order, Revised, shall be the parliamentary authority and shall cover all rules not covered by these By-Laws.


SECTION 2
A Parliamentarian or Parliamentary Advisor shall be present at all 
business meetings of the Club, the Board of Directors and the Executive Committee, and 
at such other meetings as the President may direct.
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ARTICLE   XIII
Club colors shall be gray and maroon.

This CONSTITUTION (CERTIFICATE OF INCORPORATION) AND BY-LAWS, adopted April 8, 1981, is a revision of “Constitution and By-Laws” adopted in November

1937, and revised in April 1939, October 1940, September 1943, April 1949, December 1953, April 1955, June 1956, June 1963, June 1973, June 1975, October

1981 and November 1990.

The Club was founded May 26, 1933.
